Meet on role of 
science in society 

begins today 
BANGALORE, Jan 26 (DUNS) 
A three-day international sympo­
sium on 'Science in society: A new 
social contract", would be 
organised in the City from 
tomorrow by the National Insti­
tute of Advanced Studies (NIAS) 
in preparation for the Unesco-con-
vened World Conference on 
Science (WCS) to be held in Buda­
pest from June 26. 

Announcing this at a press con­
ference here today, NIAS Director 
Prof R Narasimhan said partici­
pants from eight countries will at­
tend the symposium which would 
address issues related to science, 
technology and development, par­
ticularly from a social science per­
spective.
